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Professional biography
Jacquie Wilson graduated from the Scottish College of Textiles (now part of Heriot Watt University) in 1974 with an Honours Associateship in Textile Design. Her first job was as an assistant designer with John Smedley Ltd, manufacturers of luxury fully fashioned men's and women's knitwear. After a year she moved to William Hollins designing woven and printed Viyella fabrics and working with fashion designers such as Margaret Howell and Mary Quant. After ten years in industry which saw Jacquie working for several companies and ultimately setting up a design consultancy company she came to UMIST in 1984 to teach knitted textile design.
During the last twenty years at Manchester Jacquie has taught a variety of design modules including Design Enterprise, Professional Practice of Design, drawing, printed and woven fabric production as well as knit structures and design. Her time in higher education has seen her make significant contributions to teaching, the pastoral care of students (since 1993 Jacquie has also been a warden of a university hall of residence) and research. In 2001 her handbook of Textile Design was published and more recently this has also been published in China. Jacquie received UMIST's Excellence in Teaching Award in 2004 and recently, with colleagues in other disciplines at Manchester, she has been awarded an EPSRC grant to build a network to look at the language of design and emergent properties. In 2004 she was promoted to Senior Lecturer.
Her personal research focus is in colour forecasting, colour and the environment, the role of haptics in mark-making, design and emotion, and in design pedagogy. Research into the teaching of design has helped develop the teaching of woven structures and the research in this area has lead to a further book (co-authored), to be published in 2005. As well as having papers on colour, design and emotion and teaching published she has also held several exhibitions of her work.
Current research projects
an investigation into emotional response to repetition in artwork and design, 
an investigation into how drawing quality is perceived, 
using a colour model to produce alternative balanced colourways for printed textiles, 
a new notation system for woven fabric structures, 
adopted colour and the landscape. 
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
