Bio Sketch
Cristina Rodrigues is a Senior Architect, Exhibition Curator and PhD Student at MIRIAD – Manchester Institute for Research and Innovation in Art & Design. She is in charge  of two research projects – ‘Villages in the Interior of Portugal’ and ‘Design for Desertification’, - which she has founded, while owner director of CR Architects, and is now developing in partnership with MIRIAD, MSA – Manchester School of Architecture, School of Landscape Architecture, Penela City Council, Idanha-a-Nova City Council and UNESCO Geopark Naturtejo. 
In 2009 Cristina established CR Architects in Portugal, a sustainable architecture, planning and design firm focussing on delivering sustainable architectural and planning solutions. By using only local materials and local labour, CR Architects aims to improve and to contribute to the development of local economies. 
Cristina’s work has been heavily influenced by heritage, local culture and traditional construction techniques, as she strongly believes these are the basis for helping to promote respect for the natural and built heritage of a given area.
Her research focuses on new and sustainable forms of rural design that can help to combat human and land desertification, in the context of a world undergoing accelerated processes of globalisation. Human Desertification is a problem affecting the whole interior of Portugal, which has had a negative impact on local economies and the environment. Several countries in Southern Europe share these major challenges.
From 2011 Cristina’s research project ‘Design for Desertification’ has been extended to include Idanha-a-Nova in Portugal, and a development model is being designed. This model benefits from the expertise of Architects, Landscape Architects and other professionals, including Tourism and Management experts. The aim has been to improve local economies and quality of life in rural areas. 
Cristina is also the author & curator of the travelling exhibition entitled ‘21st Century Rural Museum’, created in response to desertification, depopulation and economic decline, and using Idanha-a-Nova as a case study . Her vision is to create rural regeneration by involving artists, designers and writers in a collaborative project that could have a real impact on rural areas.
My Country Through Your Eyes & The People’s Wall 
Idanha-a-Nova and its neighbouring boroughs which form the Raia region have been seriously affected by the reorganization of Portuguese rural areas in the second half of the 20th Century, mainly after Portugal and Spain joined the EU (1986).  The lack of a national strategy to replan the agricultural sector, the largest contributor towards GDP but still very rudimentary has led, together with depopulation, to the impoverishing of the rural areas in the interior; with the latter depending now on the elderly to keep their traditions alive.
Cristina’s research work has emerged from her own reflection on this stark reality. Most people in Idanha-a-Nova are 65 or older and they are the ones preserving some of Portugal’s oldest traditions. She believes it is crucial to record and document their cultural manifestations in order to prevent cultural genocide. And this has led her to created the ‘21st Century Rural Museum’, a travelling exhibition bringing rural culture to major urban centres in countries undergoing a similar process of depopulation and desertification. This museum brings the unsophisticated voice of these generations into hectic and highly populated urban centres.
Since 2009 Cristina has been travelling regularly to a number of villages and small settlements in the Interior of Portugal. During these fieldtrips she has used photography as one of her main tools to capture moments in these people’s daily lives and events. Her collection of photos entitled ‘My Country Through Your Eyes’ and photo installation entitled ‘The People’s Wall’ are included in the ‘21st Century Rural Museum’. They illustrate the unbalanced demographics and how this affects Portugal’s economy and environment
